In addition to the Ithaca College Athletics &
Events project, the town Planning Board is
considering a 106 +/- unit town home subdivision
on Rt. 96. The land is zoned variously as Low &
Medium Density Residential and Conservation
Zone. It is expected that the Conservation Zone
will remain undeveloped and that a portion of the
property will be acquired by New York State
Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic
Preservation in conjunction with development of
the future Black Diamond Trail.

The winner of the 2007 Richard B. Fischer
Environmental Conservation Award is Ithaca
College’s Natural Lands Committee. The ICNL’s
major focus is to utilize the undeveloped sections
of the campus property as a teaching resource.
The committee is made up a broad array of
Ithaca College faculty, staff, administration and
students.

The Richard B. Fischer Environmental
Conservation Award is given annually by the
Town of Ithaca to a person or organization that
has advanced the cause of conservation in the
town. Nominations are received by the
Conservation Board in December and January
and the award is customarily presented in April or
May with a tree planting in the recipient's name at
one of the town’s parks.
