WHEREAS, the incorporation of data about Species of Greatest Conservation Need and their critical habitats will be an important addition to the Tompkins County Unique Natural Areas Inventory, now therefore be it 

RESOLVED, That, the Tompkins County Environmental Management Council supports the application by Tompkins County for State Wildlife Grant Program funds to identify the location of Species of Greatest Conservation Need and their habitat in Tompkins County.
