PUBLIC OPEN HOUSE FOR POTENTIAL REDEVELOPMENT OF NYSDOT MAINTENANCE FACILITY SITE ON CAYUGA INLET

There will be an open house on Thursday, October 15, 2015 from 4:00 pm to 7:00 pm to gather public comments on the possible relocation of the NYSDOT Maintenance Facility (located on Cayuga Inlet near the Ithaca Farmers Market) to the Village of Dryden and redevelopment of the existing waterfront site. The open house will be held at the Tompkins County Public Library, 101 E. Green Street, Ithaca. 

The City of Ithaca and Tompkins County are working with a consultant team headed by Fisher Associates to conduct a feasibility study and prepare a financial plan for the project. In addition to over a decade of effort by Tompkins County, this project has had long-running support from the Tompkins County Chamber of Commerce and has been a continuing priority for several different City of Ithaca administrations.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The open house will provide the public with information on existing conditions in the vicinity of the waterfront site, proposed plans and costs estimates for development of a new NYSDOT Maintenance Facility in the Village of Dryden, and potential alternative site redevelopment plans. The redevelopment plans focus on waterfront mixed uses intended to expand the local economy and tax base.

Funding for this study has been provided by the New York State Department of State with funds provided under Title 11 of the Environmental Protection Fund Act and by contributions from the City of Ithaca and Tompkins County.
