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Defendant is sentenced to any of the 
following options, based on the needs 

of the defendant and the community as 
is appropriate by law. 

Case is processed and the 
 defendant is convicted either by trial 

or by plea. 

Pre-Sentence Investigation is ordered 
by the court and completed by proba-
tion. If incarceration is being consid-

ered as a sentence, the case is 
screened by the probation ATI  

committee. 
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
