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In response to the questions raised at the building tour on January 9, 2014 we can offer the following:
 
Availability of architectural plans and how to access - We have scanned original architectural plans.  Files are large and have been made available at   https://192.168.5.35/WebLink8/Browse.aspx?dbid=12. Proceed, in spite of any warnings, and you'll eventually get to the files.   If you have problems with accessing these files please let us know and we'll arrange another alternative.

Information on asbestos abatement or any reports that are available - No reports are available on abatements conducted in the 80's.

Survey of the property - We only have a very old survey of the parcels that were acquired for the Old Library site. That is available upon request.  The architectural plans include a detailed site plan.

Center of Government Study - availability of relevant information - Relevant sections of the original study which recommended a new building on the site are available upon request, including a deconstruction cost estimate.

Age of the roof - The mechanically adhered Carlisle membrane roof is 30 years old (installed 1984). The 15-year warranty expired on 11/1/99.

Height of the building - The height from the Cayuga street sidewalk (east side) to the top of the Mezzanine roof is ~40 ft. The height from grade at the ground floor level (south, west and north sides) to the top of the Mezzanine roof is ~44 ft. The height to the top of penthouse roof is an additional 14 ft.
