101 RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS 
 

The Tompkins County Soil & Water Conservation District (herein called the “District”) invites

The District may consider any informal bids not prepared and submitted in accordance with the 

provisions hereof and may waive any informalities in or reject any and all bids.  Any bid may be 

withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement 

thereof.  Any bid received after the time and date specified will not be considered. 

 

No bidder may withdraw a bid within forty-five (45) days after the actual date of the opening 

thereof. 

 

102 QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS 
 

The District may make such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the qualifications 

of the bidder, and the bidder shall furnish to the District all such information and data for this 

purpose as the District may request.  The District reserves the right to reject any bid if the 

evidence submitted by or investigation of such bidder fails to satisfy the District that such bidder 

is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the contract.  Conditional bids will not be 

accepted. 

 

103 BIDDER’S RESPONSIBILITY 
 

At the time of the opening of bids, each bidder will be presumed to have read and to be 

thoroughly familiar with the contract documents.  The failure or omission of any bidder to receive 

or examine any form, instrument or document shall in no way relieve any bidder from any 

obligation in respect to his/her bid. 

 

104 BID DEPOSIT 
 

Copies of the documents can be obtained for a fee of $10.00 if picked up at the office or $50.00 if 

they are mailed. Mailed bids require shipping information and costs will be charged to the 

interested bidder.  Fees are refundable to the bidder if they submit a bid for the project. 

 

105 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES FOR FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT 
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The successful bidder, upon his failure or refusal to execute and deliver the contract, shall be 

removed from the bidders’ list in the future and will be considered an unqualified bidder in future 

bid considerations. 

 

106 TAX PROVISIONS 
 

Purchases made by the District are not subject to state or local sales taxes or federal excise taxes. 

 

 

 

107 OTHER PROVISIONS REQUIRED BY LAW 
 

Each and every provision required by law to be inserted in the contract shall be deemed to be 

inserted herein, including all labor provisions concerning working hours and pay, non-

discrimination in employment, equal opportunity employment, workman’s compensation, and 

disability insurance. 

 

108 PAYMENTS 
 

Payment will be made when the grass seed has been deemed to meet specifications by the 

District, purchase contract is signed, and sale is closed. 

 

109 AWARD OF CONTRACT 
 

If a purchase is to be awarded, it will be to the lowest responsible bidder whose evaluation by the 

District indicates to the District that the award will be in the best interests of the public.  This 

evaluation will include a review of past sales performance by the bidder and the capability of the 

equipment in the bid form.  The District Board of Directors also reserves the right to accept and 

reject any or all bids.  Bid prices must be effective for one (1) year beginning on June 10, 2016, 

ending June 10, 2017. 

 

The District Board of Directors may award separate purchases to different bidders for each 

of the six seed bid categories: Seed Mixture Varieties, Individual Cool Season Grass 

Varieties, Warm Season Grass Varieties, Wetland Varieties, Wildflower Varieties, and 

Wildlife Food Plot Mixture Varieties. 

 

If a purchase is to be awarded, the District will give the successful bidder a Notice of Award 

within ten (10) days after the bid opening along with a contract and sample purchase order that 

will be used for purchasing. 

 

110 CONTRACT RENEWAL

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All bids must be accompanied with detailed specifications and literature. ** Please Note** The 

bid quote for the Warm Season Grass Varieties must be based on certified seed of the specified 

types and varieties on a Pure Live Seed (PLS) basis.  

 

All seed shall conform to the current rules and regulations of the state where it is being used and 

from the latest crop available.
