Exclusion Screening for Contractors and Vendors Doing Business with Tompkins
County Government

The Tompkins County Compliance Program calls for routine identification of compliance risk areas to help detect
potential fraud or regulatory non-compliance. One approach to this monitoring process is the monthly screening
of all contractors and vendors to ensure that they have not been involved in adverse governmental actions
related to fraud or abuse of government funds, or, if applicable, have not been excluded from federally-funded
healthcare programs.

What is our County Policy?

The County will not employ or engage in a business relationship with any person or entity currently under
sanction or exclusion by any duly authorized enforcement agency, unless such relationship is otherwise required
by law.

Adopted in 2011 and revised in 2016, the Tompkins County Exclusion Screening Policy recognizes federal and
state requirements to ensure that employees, providers, contractors, prescribing/authorizing physicians, etc.,
who provide and/or perform services for or on behalf of the County have not been the subject of adverse
governmental actions that might put the County at risk. At the time of contract negotiations and monthly
thereafter through to the end of the contract performance period, the County will conduct exclusion checks
using, at a minimum, the following sources to determine if a contractor or vendor appears on any of the
following lists:

= U. S. Department of Health and Human Services, Office of Inspector General (OIG)’s List of Excluded
Individuals and Entities (LEIE).

= The General Services Administration (GSA)'s Excluded Parties List System is currently available on the U.S.
Government’s System for Award Management (SAM) Website.

= Specially Designated Nationals (SDN) File maintained by the United States Department of the Treasury.

= Various state exclusion files that are made available to the public, such as the NYS Medicaid Fraud
Database.
