e Support for Job Link and each other — ongoing
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Health Career Expo — Bi-annual event in October — taken on life of its own

Educator in Workforce — Program needs review and support

Industry Networking Event — Needs to become regional

National Worker Readiness Credential — No longer being pursued in light of activities at State
level

Tech Career Connection — Has become regional event and taken on life of its own

e Career Quest

e Careers in Construction — Held in May of each year, has taken life of its own but has lost

several key individuals over the last couple of year and may need support

e WIA Youth and SYEP RFP Release — ongoing

e WIB/Superintendent’s meeting — held bi-annually

e Literacy Training for Youth Providers

Council members were asked to consider which items they could assist with for discussion at the next
meeting.

Summer Youth Employment Program Update

Ms. Tabor reported the Ithaca Youth Bureau is serving 89 youth; 71 200%, 18 TANF. They are utilizing
53 worksites, 10 of which are private business. There have been 6 workshops held with 60 youth attending at
least one workshop, which is a mandate of the program. She reported it is has been a very busy, but productive
summer.

Ms. Brown reported the Office of Employment and Training is currently serving 88 participants. Four
workshops have been held with an additional one this week. She reported they have had great worksites and
providing wonderful experiences for youth this summer.

WIB Director Report

Ms. Mattick reported that she is looking at what will be needed to transition to WIOA.

She noted that the focus will shift to serving 75 percent out-of-school youth. The NYSDOL will be rolling out a
training plan next month as will NYATEP. She will provide updates as they become available.
Planning and Evaluation Committee Report

The group is reviewing the RFP that will be released in the fall. In light of the Workforce Innovation and
Opportunity Act being passed by Congress, there will need to be modifications and the RFP release date may
change. The hope is that the WIA Youth and SYEP RFP’s won't be released at the same time.
