How to report youth employment & career readiness programs to County Youth Services:

Career Exploration: A program that consists of taking youth to one or more colleges or places of employment to explore areas of interest, gain knowledge of potential job opportunities, and/or allows youth to understand types of education/skills needed for employment in a certain field.

Pre-employment skills:  A program in which youth participate in a classroom or small group setting and learn a variety of pre-employment skills such as resume writing, job searching, interview techniques, etc. 

Subsidized Employment:  Any activity in which a youth is earning wages which come from an entity other than their employer (wages are funded by Federal, State, County, Town/Village, School, or other grants.)

Volunteerism: Any activity in which youth are volunteering their time and are learning skills that may be transferable to future employment.
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
