Call to Order: Dr. Dhundale called the regular meeting of the Board of Health (BOH) to order at 12:04
p.m.

Privilege of the Floor: Russ Friedell, of GrassRoots Festival extended compliments to Ms. Cameron and
the EH staff for a successful 2023 GrassRoots Festival with high expectations for 2024. They will fully
comply with the agreements put forth in the resolution.

Approval of July 25, 2023, Minutes: Dr. Koppel moved to approve July 25, 2023, minutes, second by
Ms. Black; all were in favor as written; it was unanimous.

Financial Summary: Ms. Grinnell Crosby had nothing to add to her written report included in the packet.
Administrative staff are processing the $634k Public Health School Covid Grant.

Administration Report: Mr. Kruppa was not present.

Health Promotion Program Report: Ms. Hillson had nothing to add to her written report included in the
packet. Annie Marshall, Community Health Worker started yesterday.

Ms. Hillson responded to the questions asked. COVID data and water testing results are coming from NYS
and will share the link from the Tompkins County dashboard where sources of information can be accessed.
Tompkins County COVID-19 Data Dashboard | Tompkins County NY. Ms. Cameron added that they are
not actively monitoring COVID levels in the water and noted that when last looked, it was not showing
any significant increases.

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Ms. Hillson encouraged BOH members to contact her or Shannon Alvord about any community-related
events, programs, or information to share that TCWH can be supportive and representative of. They
continue community outreach.

Medical Director’s Report and Discussion: Dr. Klepack was not present.

Division for Community Health (DCH) Report: Ms. Buckwalter had nothing to add to her written report
included in the packet. DCH is recruiting for a nurse and a support staff position. The NYS website has
the most accurate data on COVID-19 reporting.

Dr. Koppel referred to Dr. Klepack’s medical report and noted the uptick in cases of babesiosis, Lyme
disease, and anaplasmosis as well as the concern of the tick-borne increases.

Children with Special Care Needs (CSCN) Report: Ms. Thomas had nothing to add to her written report
included in the packet. CSCN is interviewing for the available nurse position and expecting approval for
another nurse position.

She reported that the waitlist continues to rise for a speech therapist and a teacher resigned last week.

The speech therapist waitlist has seven (7) kids, with four (4) being on the waitlist for a year; the physical
therapist waitlist has sixteen (16) kids; the social worker waitlist has six (6) kids with no social workers;
and the special instruction teacher waitlist is twenty-eight (28). Ithaca Colleges’ speech therapist students
have been helpful but are limited as they must be licensed to work with the children.

Ms. Grinnell Crosby sadly announced that Ms. Thomas has submitted her retirement notice and this will
be her last BOH meeting. Her important and valuable position is currently being recruited.

Everyone congratulated and thanked Ms. Thomas for her great service to the county. Some shared much-
appreciated personal assistance and experiences with Ms. Thomas.

County Attorney’s Report: Ms. Mosher, Deputy County Attorney provided an update on the “C&C
Chucks aka C&C Tobacco” where an Article 78 was filed in Tompkins County Supreme Court. An oral
argument on the issue that the Board’s determination was arbitrary and capricious because it did not review
the transcript or exhibits admitted at the hearing was held before Judge Masler where it was found without
merit.

The argument that the Board’s determination was not supported by substantial evidence was unresolved as
Judge Masler does not have the ability to rule on it at the Supreme Court level and moved to the Third
Department Appellate Division. After each party files brief responses, the Third Department Appellate
Division will make a determination on the matter which is several months out. She will keep the BOH
updated.

Community Mental Health Services Board (CSB) Report: Ms. Ayers-Friedlander reported that the July

CSB meeting reviewed and approved the Local Services Plan. The CSB did not meet in the month of
August and the next CSB meeting is scheduled for Monday, September 11, 2023.

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Environmental Health Report: Ms. Cameron reported that newly hired Public Health Fellow, Nicholas
Zevallos, started on Monday, August 21 and will help with the public water supply program amongst
other things. The Community Block Development Grant which provided onsite wastewater treatment
systems to eligible Tompkins County residents ends August 31, 2023.

Rabies is very active in the community and Cornell student cases are overwhelming Cayuga Medical
Center’s outpatient infusion and emergency room due to Cornell not having any rabies immune globulin
(RIG). Dr. Koppel noted that Cornell’s RIG manufacturer unexpectedly and suddenly ceased, and they are
actively looking for an alternative.

Resolution #EH-ENF-23-0013 — Finger Lakes GrassRoots Festival, Violations of Board of Health
Orders and Subpart 7-4 of New York State Sanitary Code (Mass Gathering) — Ms. Black moved to
accept the motion as written; seconded by Mr. Kingra.

Ms. Cameron explained that this was a stipulation agreement negotiated with GrassRoots due to
some deficiencies in the final application and changes GrassRoots made to the application after the final
was submitted. The penalty was decreased as the overall application was satisfactory. EH proposes a
penalty of $10,000.

No discussion.
All were in favor; the vote to approve the resolution as written was unanimous.

Resolution #EH-ENF-23-0014 — Cayuga Nature Center, Violations of Subpart 7-2 of New York State
Sanitary Code (Children’s Camp) — Ms. Blackman moved to accept the motion as written; seconded by
Dr. Koppel.

Ms. Cameron explained that this violation covers two aspects of the children’s camp. 1. Operating
without a permit by failing to submit required certificates and documentation for staff; and 2. The camp’s
water quality issues (they have been on a boil water order since June 2022). Ineffective changes were made
to their water system, and EH is requiring them to hire an engineer or other water professional to evaluate
and analyze their water system to ensure acceptable changes are made to their water system. EH proposes
a penalty of $500.

Ms. Black questioned the camp operating without a permit. Ms. Cameron said that a camp can
operate but will be subject to enforcement. EH worked with the camp, who submitted the required
paperwork and documents within a week and were issued a permit for the remainder of the season. She
will follow up with the camp on their procedures/communication with parents when operating without a
permit.

All were in favor; the vote to approve the resolution as written was unanimous.

The next meeting is Tuesday, September 26™, 2023 @ Noon.

August 2023

Presentation to Tompkins County Chapter of the Medical Society of the State of New
York

On Sept 8™ at the annual meeting of the Medical Society, | was asked to speak on the subject of Lessons
Learned from the Pandemic. | decided to create my presentation to focus on action items that
conceivably could be achieved to make our response to the current pandemic and future pandemics
more effective. | hope that the medical society, its individual physicians, and their respective specialty
societies can execute some of these suggestions.

The action items were:

CALL FOR A NATIONAL COMMISSION TO STUDY THE PANDEMIC
e Although a bill had been introduced in Congress in 2021 and reported out of committee to the
floor of the US Senate, Congress has taken no action to create a commission. One is needed (as
clearly demonstrated by the death, disease, and disability that the current pandemic has
caused). Only a national commission could do the detailed and in-depth national and global
investigation that would provide the information that we so badly need).

CALL FOR INCREASED PUBLIC HEALTH RESOURCES
¢ Data acquisition and analysis
e Technological resources
¢ Increased communication resources between public sector systems and between public and
private

Practically speaking it is difficult to maintain staffing levels at the level they would be required for
pandemic response. However, it is not too much to ask that the infrastructure be created to monitor
disease trends, analyze the data, and acquire the technical resources to achieve those ends and to
respond quickly at the beginning of a pandemic.

CALL FOR REAL-WORLD STUDIES ON MITIGATION MEASURES
e Press for high-quality, real-world studies of the efficacy of masks, distancing, ventilation, etc.
o Advocate for increased funding for such studies at the state and federal levels.

While we know from scientific, laboratory studies that such measures have a favorable impact on the
spread of disease we would benefit from studies of them that involve everyday people, in everyday life

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with all its confounding complexity. Such information would likely lead to even better devices and
deployment.

INCREASED VACCINATION BY SPECIALISTS

Although primary care practitioners stepped up by and large to vaccinate against COVID-19, specialists
of other specialties (with some exceptions) did not. Concerns about potential liability, lack of familiarity
with vaccination, and practice concerns in general likely were reasons. It is possible that these concerns
can be mitigated by appropriate actions by public health, legislative bodies, and state and national
administrations.

INTERVIEWS ON WHCU THIS PAST MONTH HAVE INCLUDED:

The approval of the new monovalent Covid vaccine by the FDA, and CDC. We reviewed the reassuring
data that the variants in circulation remain affected by the vaccine and that this newest one is tailored
even better to target the variants currently afflicting us. The current rise in cases nationally and locally
was detailed. At the time of this dictation, the hospitalization rate at our local hospital remains add a
census of 3 to 5 per day. We are concerned that this may change as COVID cases continue their trend
upward. The population is urged to use prudent measures (in addition to vaccination) of masking, social
distancing, ventilation, etc.

ORAL HEALTH - SEPTEMBER IS DENTAL INFECTION CONTROL AWARENESS MONTH.
We know that many adults and children are receiving less than adequate oral health care in our region,
but we don’t know exactly how many. We know that access to care is limited within 45 minutes of a
person’s home if they have limited funds to pay for it. But we don’t have a firm idea to what extent. We
know that oral health is important. We know most oral diseases are largely preventable.
Therefore, Tompkins County Whole Health is initiating a study to:
e Assess how many children and adults have poor oral health
¢ Determine what are the Sources of oral health care for those without insurance and with
limited incomes (Families, individuals, older adults on traditional Medicare, babies, pregnant
women)
o Assess how many of the strategies to prevent oral health are available to those of limited
means.

Public Health Fellow, Sagarika Vemprala is making this effort possible.

LEGIONELLA LEGIONNAIRE’S DISEASE

As of this dictation, data is still pending which might be like a case or cases to a source or sources. The
time to our last documented case is not approaching two incubation periods which gives hope that our
aggressive actions have disinfected whatever the source or sources may have been.

Polio emphasized:

e Childhood-preventable diseases have not been eliminated,

e Parents should check if their two-year-old is due for any vaccinations

e We have outbreaks of preventable disease in NYS

e Childhood vaccination is free under the Affordable Care Act

¢ The underinsured have access to the Friday clinic at Tompkins County Whole Health

POLIO VACCINATION RATES

As of August 2023, the statewide vaccination rate for the 2-year-old cohort is 79.5%. (out of children
2 years old and younger this is the percentage that are up to date with polio vaccination). Some zip
codes for Tompkins County are glaringly below the statewide average.

The vaccination rates are based on data from NYSIIS, calculated based on children that have received 3
polio immunizations by 2 years of age, reported their residency as the State of New York, provided
their New York State county of residence, and have at least one immunization or have a New York
State birth record outside of New York City.

***Note that these data would not include anti-vaxers whose children have received zero vaccinations
if they were born in NYC or out of state.

KEY POINTS EMPHASIZED ON THE RADIO:
1. Vaccination and being up to date by age 2 is important
2. Vaccine-preventable diseases still are present in the world

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3. The polio vaccine is given along with other vaccines at the same ages, so the rates of the other
vaccines tend to track each other

4. Vaccines are available from primary care practitioners, pharmacies, and in the Tompkins County
Health department

5. VFCand VFA are programs to provide vaccines free of charge to children and adults who
qgualify. However, under the Affordable Care Act, all ACIP-approved vaccines are free of charge.

6. Population data for Tompkins County

POPULATION DATA FOR TOMPKINS COUNTY:

Thus, our under-5-year-old population is pretty small, and the number 2 and under is even smaller.
When one divides these children up between the many zip codes the numbers become smaller. Some
zip codes have so few children that the percentages are not reported. The lowest zip codes are areas
that are primarily in other counties (Tioga).

Tompkins County zip codes and vaccination rates are displayed in the Appendix.

LEAD AND THE ITHACA GUN SITE

The Department follows developments at Ithaca Gun/Fall Creek and has responded to complaints or
concerns in the past, but we are not directly involved in the remediation at Ithaca Gun. The site is part
of the EPA Brownsfield program which is directly involved. Our understanding is that any additional
needed remediation at the site would be the responsibility of the developer.

APPENDIX | BACKTO THE AGENDA
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TOMPKINS COUNTY LEAD CASES MAIJOR FACTORS:

The age of a house and the workplace and its maintenance are the primary factors we see with lead
cases.

We rarely see soil as a factor in our lead cases, which is where we would expect any impact from Ithaca
Gun to be seen. We don’t see many lead cases in that specific area and certainly not a concentration of
cases that would be expected if contamination from Ithaca Gun was occurring.

MATERNAL CHILD HEALTH AND THE MOMS PLUS PROGRAM:

On September 27 | spoke about the importance of pregnancy care, personalized services, and
vaccination of expectant mothers against tetanus and pertussis, COVID-19, and RSV. The role and
services of the MOMs Plus program were explicitly spoken about.

Strategic Planning/Merger

CULTURE:

Align the organization around our shared mission and values-based culture to create an empowered, engaged,
and cohesive team.

The Diversity, Equity, Inclusion and Belonging (DEIB) Cross-Functional Team (CFT) was initiated
on 8/7 and have been meeting with consultant Dr. Jerel Ezell with the Center for Cultural
Humility to help guide their work. Dr. Ezell has been actively collecting input through surveys
and interviews from staff, community members, and stakeholders. He's synthesizing this
information into recommendations for the group.

Dr. Jerel Ezell (now at UC Berkeley) presented two sessions to TCWH All Staff. The first session
on cultural humility focused on cultural humility and community engagement — how do we
build relationships with people from different backgrounds with a strengths-based approach.
The second session was about “equity clout,” referring to power and authority and how to
transfer this into building trust and authenticity.

A monthly staff book club started in September, “This Book is Anti-Racist,” facilitated by
Heather Sanford, PROS Director.

INTEGRATION:

Merge the department structures to become one organization and increase our ability to better serve our
clients and community.
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e Our Services and Integration Cross-Functional Team (CFT), consisting of three smaller
workgroups (Video Team, Referral Team, Small Group Discussion Group) have successfully
designed and implemented an internal referral form, resulting in smoother internal
communication and giving clients easier access to services and programs. The form has already
been used over 75 times within the organization.

e The ongoing development of a Merged Organizational Chart, which consolidates the staff from
Brown Rd and Green St, is poised to enhance both communication efficiency and provide a
more comprehensive depiction of our department's integrated structure. This project is not yet
complete.

Highlights

LEGIONELLA CLUSTER

e Since June 1, 2023, there have been a total of 13 positive Legionella cases in Tompkins County,
one resulting in death. NYSDOH, TCWH Environmental Health and Community Health Services
have been collecting data, interviewing positive cases and analyzing lab results to determine
any connections between clinical and environmental sampling. A Health Advisory was released
on August 28™ advising the community of an increase in cases of Legionellosis.

e Two additional cases of Legionellosis occurred in the month of September, bringing the total
number of cases to 15 since June. Collaboration with NYSDOH and EH is ongoing to investigate
any potential links between environmental sources and clinical cases.

IMMUNIZATIONS

e (August) The FDA and CDC authorized and approved the updated 2023-2024 monovalent mRNA
COVID-19 vaccines by Moderna and Pfizer for all ages 6 months and older. As a result, the CDC
COVID-19 Vaccination Program is discontinued, and providers will need to directly purchase
doses of the updated vaccines and administer them through their standard practice. Vaccines
are also available through the Bridge Access Program for those that have a VFA/VFC provider
agreement. These changes have resulted in an increase in call volume for our Community
Health Services Staff.

e Our immunization clinic was busy in the month of September helping to get school-age children
their required vaccinations for school entry. We did two additional clinics in September to
vaccinate children that were at risk of being excluded from school due to missing
immunizations.

e Flu clinics also started in September. CHS provided a flu clinic at Lifelong in Ithaca on September
26™ and vaccinated 18 people.

STAFFING

e New CHS nurse Chelsie Roscioli started on September 18%". She will be working in our
immunization program, rabies program and Moms PLUS+ program. Welcome Chelsie!

WIC AWARD
e Congratulations WIC Staff on receiving the 2023 USDA WIC Breastfeeding Award of
Excellence. TCWH WIC program is one of 9 programs in New York State to receive this award.
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The award program recognizes WIC local agencies (LAs) that have provided exemplary
breastfeeding promotion and support activities and acknowledge their efforts in maintaining a
successful Peer Counselor (PC) Program and ultimately increasing breastfeeding initiation and
duration rates among WIC participants. Additionally, USDA has released the Wonders of WIC
publication, which captures accomplishments and innovations related to promoting
breastfeeding throughout the region. The most recent edition includes our NYS 2023 WIC
Breastfeeding Award of Excellence winners!

Program Updates

SAFECARE PROGRAM

e We received one new SafeCare referral in August.

e We are preparing for SafeCare accreditation which occurs yearly in October. Our SafeCare
program has been accredited yearly by NSTRC since 2017. This means that we are delivering the
program with the highest standards of care.

e We received one new SafeCare referral in September.

MOMS PLUS+
e In August, the Moms PLUS+ program saw lower admission rates but an increase in referrals.
e Nurses continue home visits and shared clients with PICHC community health workers.
