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Environmental Review Committee

The ERC met on September 23 and had three topics of discussion. The first was to make final revisions to the proposed Op Ed document on the Intermunicipal Wastewater Treatment plan. This final version will be presented to the EMC at the next meeting for its endorsement.

We discussed the Town of Ithaca Zoning DGEIS. The committee was highly favorable to this document, especially with the designation of Conservation Zones that overlapped significantly with EMC-designated UNA's. Members will recall the recent presentation to the EMC highlighting these specially zoned conservation areas.

We also considered a plan of action regarding State Bills S02996/A04884: Amendments to Agriculture and Markets law, the so-called Ecoterrorism Bills. On Thursday Sept. 25, three members of the ERC attended a public meeting in Slaterville hosted by State Senator Jim Seward. We expressed our considerable dismay about this bill and gave him a copy of it, highlighted in the most questionable areas. Senator Seward appeared to be sympathetic to our concerns.
